Step 6Step 2 Using a drill attach the upper half of the ceiling coupler to the 

ceiling using appropriate screws for your ceiling. There is 31.5” 

between each clamp.

Before cutting wire, determine the desired length and add 2-3 

more inches; this will allow wiggle room for hanging. Cut the wire 

to the desired length making sure the wire lengths match. 

Slide the bottom half of the ceiling coupler onto the wire, making 

sure the threaded side is facing away from the baffle. Crimp the 

wire coupler to the end of the wire. 

Raise the baffle and all attached parts to the ceiling and screw the 

bottom half of the ceiling coupler into the top half.

If you are hanging multiple baffles, you 

can also attach two tracks perpindicular to the baffles. Note that 

the distance between each coupler is 31.5”.

The lenght of the 

wire between the coupler and baffle should match your desired 

hanging length; if the length needs to be adjusted push the spring 

adjustable button on the bottom of the coupler and push or pull 

the wire to the correct length.
